ISOLATION STANDARD OF PROCEDURES
July 2008
Section 1
1. New horses brought into the Club area shall be stabled in isolation for a period of fourteen days. During this time the horse may not enter the barn, immediate stable area, arena or paddocks for any reason and must not have contact with any other horse stabled at the QRC.
2.   Members will provide to the Stable Director a copy of negative coggins, current health certificate, proof of liability insurance of $300,000.00 minimum and proof of current immunizations to include rabies, influenza, Rhinopneumonitus, Tetanus and Eastern & Western Equine Encephalomyelitis before entering isolation. Highly recommended vaccinations are Potomac Horse fever, Strangles Vaccination and West Nile Vaccination. Homeopathic remedies are not permissible substitutes for any vaccination and any omission of any vaccination must be supported by veterinary certification.
3.   New members will participate in a joint inspection of the isolation area with the Stable Director prior to horses arrival.
4.   Upon arrival to the Club, new members will provide the following minimum equipment: halter, lead rope, water bucket(s), manure fork or shovel and feed tub(s).
5.   Members are responsible for the care and feeding of their own horse(s).
6.   Stable Director will maintain records of horses in quarantine for the duration, medical status.
7.   No member shall bring a new mount into the club without making prior arrangements with the Stable Director.
8.   No stallions will be maintained in the Club facilities. No horses under one year of age are permitted.
9.   Physical abuse of horses will not be tolerated. Any such action should be brought to the attention of the Stable Director, if necessary, abuse will be reported to the ASPCA.
10. All vehicles must be parked in the lot in front of Bldg. 1792 except when actively loading or unloading supplies, equipment, feed, etc. Horse trailers must be parked in the designated area(s) and out of the way of vehicles or horse pathways.
11. Speed limit for vehicles within the stable area is 5 mph.
12. Think SAFETY and COURTESY at all times for all members and their horses.
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
