In consideration of boarding the horse(s) listed above the following conditions are mutually agreed upon:
1.1
The QRC will provide the following for each horse:
1. A box stall in Bldg. 1792
2. Sawdust for three-inch cover
3. One hay pallet
4. One hay box/locker
5. Tack storage area.
6. Use of the arenas
7. Use of a turn-out paddock
1.2
Boarders agree to the following:
1. Provide all feedstuffs and conduct all watering and feeding, turn-in, turn-out and cleaning services for the horse.
2. Store hay in designated area(s)
3. Clean the stall and turn-out once per day
4. Store additional feeds in designated area(s) in sealed, air-tight containers
5. Dispose of manure in designated area
6. Upon removal of horse, strip stall, remove any personal installations including floorboards, and repair clay floor
7. Make own arrangements for veterinary care and farrier services to include holding the horse while services are rendered.
8. Clean buckets, feeders, ceiling, walls and stall fan regularly
9. Make own arrangements for grooming, supplemental feed, salt, medications, blanketing, bandaging and any other routine care needs.
10. Maintain stall and assigned storage areas in a clean and neat manner, keeping area free of excess equipment, trash, cobwebs, etc.
11. Conduct and monitor turn-outs and exercise as needed.
12. Cleanup manure in any area, including tack areas and parking lot.
13. Clean and fill water tanks, provide salt (if desired) and repair damage to fencing or wiring caused by the horse in turn-out area.
14. Provide at all times a serviceable halter and lead shank. Halter and lead shank must be kept with the horse at all times.
15. This contract makes no provision for being assigned to neither particular stall, nor access to turn-out spaces on a daily basis, nor to particular turn-out spaces, nor to turn-outs during a particular time of day. Stall and turn-out assignments/re-assignments will be made by the QRC Stable Officer.
16. Observe and abide by all applicable Marine Corps Combat Development Command (MCCDC) regulations and implementing instructions issued by the QRC Board of Directors pertinent to the operation of the stables.
17. Provide name, eligibility status and signed Waiver of Right to Sue/Liability Waiver form for anyone permitted (other than farriers, veterinarians, and other health care practitioners) to care for, handle, groom, ride or otherwise use your horse(s). Guests must be personally escorted on the premises by the boarder.
18. Conduct regular dewormings in compliance with the schedule and product list posted.
19. Provide a written record of immunizations, Coggins test, proof of liability insurance and proof of deworming for the protection of the horse(s) as required by the QRC and the Commonwealth of Virginia.
20. Furnish own supplies (i.e. tack, grooming equipment, buckets, feed tubs, grain storage bins, etc.).
21. Assume full responsibility for all expenses, handling, and scheduling in connection with the horse(s), including, but not limited to veterinarian, farrier, transportation, feeding costs and delivery, and communications with agents and suppliers. The QRC will not act as an intermediary in communications, billing, collection or scheduling of such expenses and services.
2.0
General provisions
1. Boarders must apply for, and be granted, membership in the QRC. The QRC membership fee is $100.00 and is non-refundable.
2. A deposit of $135.00 is required to hold the stall prior to execution of this contract. If a potential boarder fails to come into the barn and the stall cannot be leased to another eligible patron, the stall deposit will not be refunded.   The stall deposit will be held for the duration of the time that the Boarder keeps a horse(s) at this facility. The deposit will be refunded provided 30 days notice is given prior to departure, minus the cost of materials and time required to bring the stall to its initial condition. If less than 30 days notice of departure is given, the pro-rated board will be subtracted from the deposit refund. If boarding contract is terminated and the Boarder is asked to leave because of rules violations or problems with behavior, guest behavior, or horse behavior, the full $135.00 deposit will be forfeited.
3. Failure to clean stall and turn-out daily and to otherwise properly care for horse and stall as agreed may result in termination of this contract. Boarder will be allowed 30 days following notification to remove said horse from stall. A Boarder who fails to muck his/her stall and turn-out on a daily basis will be given a 24-hour written notice to have the stall/turn-out cleaned. If it is not cleaned within the specified 24 hours, the QRC Board of Directors will arrange to have the stall cleaned and the boarder will be charged a $20 service fee.
4. The Boarder will provide proof of liability insurance in the amount of at least $300,000 with submission of contract, and will provide evidence that s/he or an eligible family member owns the horse. This information will remain confidential between the boarder and the QRC Board of Directors.
5. The Boarder will bring the horse(s) into residency within 90 days after the date of signing this contract, and maintain the horse(s) in residency thereafter with no absences of more than 90 days. No stall may be held vacant for more than 90 days if there is a waiting list. To hold a stall up to 90 days, the monthly stall fee must be paid.
6. The Boarder or their authorized family member must be the owner of the horse. Subleasing of stalls is not permitted. An authorized Boarder may not contract for a stall for an otherwise ineligible person or a Boarder with a lower priority status.
7. At the time of the horse(s) arrival, the Boarder will provide proof of current negative Coggins test drawn within the previous 365 days, and a vaccination record for the QRC's files to include influenza, rhinopneumonitis, rabies, eastern encephalomyelitis, western encephalomyelitis, Potomac Horse Fever, tetanus and West Nile administered within the previous 365 days. Additionally, a veterinary health certificate signed within the previous ten days is required for horses whose shipment originated outside Virginia.
8. The Boarder's horse(s) will be required to spend at least fourteen days in the QRC's isolation area until such time that the Stable Officer releases the horse to its stall.
9. The Boarder's horse(s) is to be wormed during the period of isolation and written notice presented to the Stable Officer. It is the Boarder's responsibility to clean the isolation pen during the time their horse is in the pen, and also feed and water the horse daily; and clean the pen after removal of the horse(s) to its stall.
10. The Boarder will indemnify and hold harmless the QRC, MCCS, the United States Marine Corps, and the United States Government, their agents, employees, and servants against all claims, demands, or damages whatsoever that may occur to the property (including the horse(s)) or person of the Boarder or his agents or employees, or to any damage, injury or illness caused by the Boarder, the Boarder's agents, employees, or guests.
11. The Boarder will pay the designated amount of board per month to the QRC by the first day of the month in full. Payment is overdue if made on or after the eleventh day of the month and a late fee of $20.00 will be assessed.
12. Changes to monthly boarding rates cited in this contract may take place from time to time. Any changes in boarding rates will not take effect until at least 30 days after notification of Boarders. Boarder may remove his/her horse(s) following notification of an increase to the boarding rate provided advance notification of such departure is given as described in this contract.
13. The Boarder will keep the QRC advised, in writing, of the Boarder's current address and telephone number, business and home. This information may be publicly posted in stable areas, unless the Boarder requests that any personal contact data or information be maintained confidentially, and such request is submitted to the Stable Officer in writing and accompanies submission of such information.
14. If the Boarder receives military orders that remove him from the area, written notification must be provided to the Stable Officer within 30 days of receipt of orders. Boarder must remove the animal(s) from the premises within 30 days of Boarder's departure from the area.
15. If the Boarder changes status from active duty to retired, written notification must be provided to the Stable Officer within 30 days of the change in status. Active duty who retire and remain in the area may continue to board their horse(s) provided the resulting percentage of stalls rented to retired Boarders will be less than 40%; otherwise this agreement is terminated upon the retirement date of the Boarder and their horse(s) must be removed within 30 days. If there is no active duty on the waiting list, this provision may be waived.
3.0     The QRC and the Boarder jointly agree to the following:
1. Legal notifications from the QRC to the Boarder for the purposes of this contract may be made via placement in the Boarder mailbox in Bldg. 1792; notifications from the Boarder to the QRC may be made via placement in the QRC mailbox in the aisle of barn 1792.
2. The QRC or the Boarder may terminate this contract at any time without just cause. The Boarder is responsible for full payment for board for thirty days following submission to the Stable Officer of written notification of termination (for any reason) of stall lease contract. In the event the Boarder removes their horse(s) from the premises without providing written notification, they are responsible for paying for 30 additional days of board. Exceptions to this clause may be granted on a case-by-case basis by the Stable Officer, with approval from the QRC Board of Directors, for situations involving unforeseen relocation of military service members who are provided less than 30 days notice of such relocation.
3. This contract will automatically terminate upon the discontinuance of the QRC.
4. Records concerning the horse(s) maintained at the QRC are the property of the QRC. Boarders may review the files in the office and may request a copy via the Stable Officer.
5. It is further agreed that in the event of the failure of the Boarder to remove said horse(s) from premises following termination of the contract under any of the provisions set forth herein and after reasonable attempts to notify the Boarder of such termination of the contract, the QRC may sell the horse at a private or public sale. Any monies realized by the QRC at such sale over and above the cost of board and/or other charges plus the costs of such sale shall be sent to the Boarder via registered mail at their last address. If the sale does not secure a price sufficient to cover such costs, the Boarder will pay the difference to the QRC. The Boarder may not terminate this clause of the contract until they remove the horse(s) from the premises and pay all charges due under the terms of this contract as of the date they remove the horse(s) from the premises.
6. If the horse(s) becomes ill or injured and this situation comes to the attention of the QRC, the QRC will attempt to notify the Boarder. If the Boarder cannot be located or if the Boarder does not inform the QRC of the action to be taken, or if the state of the horse's health requires immediate attention, the QRC may, at its option, call a veterinarian, administer medicine, or administer any other attention to the horse, and the Boarder will reimburse the QRC for any expense it incurs in caring for the ill or injured animal. This clause, however, does not require the QRC to monitor the health of boarded horses or to take any action that would cause it to know of the medical condition of the boarded horses. Furthermore, this clause does not require the QRC to take any action concerning a sick or injured horse, other than making reasonable efforts to notify the Boarder of the horse's condition.
7. The QRC shall have and is hereby granted a lien on the horse(s) for any and all unpaid board and/or other charges resulting from the boarding of the horse with the QRC. The Boarder agrees that in the event that the monthly boarding charges are not paid within ten days after they become due, the QRC may exercise its lien right and ten days after notice to the Boarder, may dispose of the horse for any and all unpaid charges, at a private or public sale. The Boarder specifically waives Code of Virginia Title 43-34. If such sale does not secure a price adequate to pay the costs of board and/or other charges plus the costs of the sale, the Boarder will pay the difference to the QRC. Any monies realized by the QRC at such sale over and above the costs of board and/or other charges plus the costs of the sale shall be sent to the Boarder via registered mail at his last known address. The Boarder may not terminate this clause of the contract unless the Boarder pays all charges due under the terms of this contract as of the date s/he makes payment and on that date removes his horse(s) from the premises.
8. In fulfilling the obligation to care for the boarded horse(s) and clean the rented stall and turn-out, the Boarder may share duties and cleaning obligations with other boarders. Boarders may not conduct a business on government property without being on contract with MCCS. Boarders may employ outside instructors or trainers to come to the stable. All trainers and instructors must be registered with the QRC. Use of the arenas for instruction and training must be scheduled by the Stable Officer.
