GENERAL STABLE RULES AND REGULATIONS
July 2006 Revision
Section 1, MEMBERSHIP
1. Neither the US Government nor the Quantico Riding Club (QRC) will assume responsibility for loss or damage of any individual's equipment or mounts.
2. Members must acquire and maintain a minimum of $300,000 personal liability insurance to cover damage caused by their mounts. Members must provide proof of renewal to the Finance Officer annually. Lapse of insurance coverage will be cause for termination of membership. New members must show evidence of such insurance prior to occupying their assigned stall.
3. New members will receive temporary approval to be members upon receipt of the stall deposit and membership fee by the Stable Officer. The Stable Officer will present each new member's application paperwork to the Board of Directors for final approval.
4. A member desiring to lease a horse full-time (full-lease) or share it with another person (half-lease), will remain responsible for all Club expenses, care of the horse, and compliance with Club rules. Financial matters between the owner and the lessee shall not include the Club. A lessee must be eligible and acquire regular membership in the Club.
5. Criticism or complaints concerning the operation of the stables may be submitted in writing to
the Board of Directors or presented orally at any meeting of the Board of Directors, provided
the meeting is not closed.
6. The Board of Directors, at its discretion, and by a majority vote, may recommend revocation of membership of any member who continually disregards the Club rules or conducts his or herself in a manner prejudicial to the Club, Quantico MCB or the US Marine Corps.
7. Members are responsible for understanding and obeying all the stable rules. All members will ensure family members and guests are familiar with and adhere to the same.
8. All persons who maintain a horse in the Club stables in a member's name but who are not eligible for membership will be given 2 weeks after disclosure to remove the horse(s) from the Club facility.
9. Persons who are not Club members are not allowed to use Club facilities unless escorted as a guest by a Club member. Non-members found on Club facilities without an escort must leave the premises.
10. Individuals who accept membership into the Club will also be required to accept the responsibility that Club membership entails as prescribed by the By-Laws and Constitution of the Club.
11. Members are expected to attend the general workdays called by the Facilities/Maintenance,
Stable or Safety Officer.
12. No member shall knowingly or willfully commit any act(s) whether described in this section or not, which, in the opinion of any reasonable and prudent person, would constitute an unsafe act injurious to any person or mount or which might cause damage to any person or private property.
13. A responsible adult must supervise children under 12 at all times, remaining in direct visual contact with all children age 6 and younger, and monitoring children ages 7 to 11. Children may not play in the barn, offices, hay barn, sawdust area, wash rack area, bleachers or judging stand. After 9:00pm, and adult must accompany dependent youth (age 18 and under) in the barn and stables area.
14. Horseplay and excessive noise are prohibited in the stables and surrounding area. Persons
not having specific business at the Stables will be asked to leave.
15. No toys are permitted where they may cause injury to horses or people. This includes riding areas, walkways and the parking lot.
16. Observe and abide by all applicable MCB Quantico regulations and all applicable implementing instructions issued by MCCS pertinent to the operation of the Stables, including all rules and directives posted at the Stables or distributed to the boarders. Sponsoring members are responsible for the safety, conduct and compliance with these rules by the family members and guests. Guests must be escorted at all times at this facility by the host who assumes responsibility for their conduct.
17. All vehicles must be parked in the lot in front of the barn unless actively loading or unloading.
18. Illegal substances are not permitted at the Stables. Alcohol will be permitted only during approved functions.
19. Dogs must be on a leash at all times, in the presence and under control of a responsible handler. Their solid waste must be placed in a dumpster. Dogs that bark frequently, annoy, or molest boarders or horses are not allowed.
20. Think SAFETY and COURTESY at all times for all members and their horses.
21. Article IV, Section 2, has been determined by the Board of Directors, and upheld by the general membership, to mean that regular membership eligibility is established by an individual's military or civil service status as a "sponsor," vice an individual's status as a dependant of such persons. The phrase "authorized family members" refers only to those specific dependants regular members sponsor for participation in the QRC. Mere possession of a DOD dependant identification card is not an entitlement to membership.
22. Article II, Section 3.d has been determined by the Board of Directors, and upheld by the general membership, to mean one vote per regular member, regardless of the number of dependants sponsored or horses boarded by that member. Simply put, this means "one vote per member family."

23. Only sponsors may sign contracts to board horses with the QRC. In cases where a sponsor is deployed or on overseas assignment, an adult dependant in possession of a valid power of attorney may sign an interim contract. In such cases, the sponsor must sign a replacement contract within 30 days following return from deployment/overseas assignment.
24. All formal communication between the Board of Directors and the membership will be
conducted via the sponsors.
Sections 2, HORSES
1. No stallions will be maintained in the Club facilities. No horses under one year of age are
permitted. No non-equine animal may inhabit the Club property without the consent of the
Commanding General. Cats within a quantity determined by the Stable Officer are permitted
as an exception to this rule.
2. The Board of Directors will direct the removal, within 30 days, of any mount exhibiting excessive aggression toward people or other animals, or which causes excessive property damage. Removal will require proper documentation and Board review. A minimum of one written warning will be provided to the boarder following dangerous or destructive actions by the horse.
3. New horses brought into the Club area shall be stabled in isolation for a period of fourteen days. During this time the horse may not enter the barn, immediate stable area, arenas or paddocks for any reason and must not have contact with any other horse stabled at the QRC.
4. Horses will be walked at all times within the stable area except in exercise and show rings, and
designated jump and training areas.
5. Horses will not be turned loose in the stable area or in any open areas except the arena. If they are in an arena they must be supervised at all times. When leading, tying out or grazing a horse a halter and lead rope will be used. Reins (except mecate reins) will not be used to tie a horse. No ground tying is permitted.
6. Physical abuse of horses will not be tolerated. Any such action should be brought to the attention of the Stable Officer. If necessary, abuse will be reported to the ASPCA.
7. All sudden actions which might frighten a horse will be avoided. These action include, but are not limited to:
a. Throwing, dropping or slamming articles on the ground near a horse.

b. Running through areas where a horse is present.
c. Yelling or making other loud noises.
d. Riding a horse faster than a walk behind another horse, or into a group of horses without prior warning.
8. Only one horse is allowed per stall. Exceptions to the policy must be approved by the Stable Officer.
9. A mount may not be tied to the outside of a stall, to a gate or a fence, or to a railing, except the metal railing at the wash rack.
10. Grooming in the aisle is only allowed on the installed crossties available. Horses should be
tacked in their stall or at the hitching post, but may not be left on crossties. Horses on the
crossties must have a handler with them.
11. Members will not chase a runaway horse. If a horse is observed running away, follow at a controlled speed. If a person is injured, obtain help for that person from the nearest available source before following the horse.
12. Stall guard use with an open stall door is permitted only when a responsible handler is in the stall or in direct line of sight of the stall.
13. Halters must be removed when horses are left unattended in stalls or pens.
14. Horses must befed a minimum of twice a day.
15. A horse wearing tack may not be left unsupervised in a pen or arena.
Section 3, RIDING
1. Riding is authorized in designated areas or along approved paths. These designated areas are required for safety of members, their horses and the military community. Boarders may ride the designated trails surrounding the Stables. It is recommended that no one ride alone. The following areas are off limits at all times:
a. All housing areas
b. School grounds

c. Golf course

d. Mainside areas

e. Commissary and MCX areas
f. Areas under construction
g. Cross country courses when closed prior to special events
h. Paved roadways on Base
2. Riders have priority in the arenas. Unmounted horses will be removed from an arena if a riders wishes to enter and does not want an unmounted horse in the arena. Riders or trainers have priority in the arenas or round pen over horses that are neither being ridden nor trained.
3. All guests who ride a member's horse on the military reservation must have written permission from an adult of that member's family before being allowed to mount the horse. They also must have a signed waiver absolving the Club of financial responsibility.
4. There will be not hitting or physical force used against another member's horse except in the self-defense or with the owner's permission for training purposes.
5. Any physical force used on a horse that could be deemed abusive by the ASPCA, or by a veterinarian, is strictly prohibited.
6. A person will never slap, jab, crop or spur any horse in a way which may cause injury to that horse or injury to another person or horse as a result of that horse's reaction.

7. When riding with other people, observe proper etiquette.
8. Junior riders (defined as riders under the age of 16), will not allow non-member friends to ride their horse(s) except when under supervision by their parent or their parent's agent/representative.
9. Any rider under the age of 18 is required to wear protective headgear passing or surpassing current applicable ASTM (American Society for Testing and Materials)/SEI (Safety Equipment Institute) standards with harness securely fastened and helmet properly fitted on top of the head while riding.
10. Any rider under the age of 18 is required to wear heeled footwear when riding in the saddle.
Section 4, BARN and PADDOCKS
1. The Stable Officer will maintain records of individual stall/paddock assignments, and the following rules are binding upon a member accepting or terminating membership or an assigned area, per the boarder contract:
a. No member shall bring a new mount into the Club without making prior arrangements with the Stable Officer.
b. The prospective member who is number one on the waiting list for a stall must accept or reject the stall within 24 hours after receiving notification of availability unless, in the opinion of the Stable Officer, there are temporary circumstances that should not cost that person the position at the top of the list.
c. A member shall participate in a joint inspection of any assigned area with the Stable Officer upon assignment to, or termination of, a stall or paddock.
d. A member intending to terminate membership in the Club or relinquish a stall will notify the Stable Officer in writing at least 30 days in advance with their intention to depart and the date of their intended departure.
e. A member intending to change their paddock assignment will notify in writing, and receive approval from the Stable Officer before using the new paddock. Change of paddock usage will be made only with the consent of the member(s) assigned to that paddock.
f. If there is a waiting list, and a member sells or trades his horse thus causing the horse to leave the facility, the member must then replace their horse within 30 days or relinquish their stall. If no one is on the waiting list and the member wishes to retain the stall, the member must continue to pay for stall rental in order to retain the stall.
g. A member who, after making prior arrangements with the Stable Officer, desires to remove their horse for foaling, training, sickness, or other cogent reason, for a period not to exceed 90 days, may do so without relinquishing their assigned stall or paddock. This rule also applies to a member whose horse dies. After 90 days of absence, their stall and paddock will automatically be reassigned unless otherwise approved on an individual basis by the Board of Directors. Horses away from the premises in excess of 30 days will be required to go into isolation for five days before reentering the barn. Horses away from the stables for more than 90 days or which leave Virginia, will need a Health Certificate before returning to the Stables. Horses who leave for health reasons will need a veterinary note certifying good health. While a horse is absent from the stables, the member must continue to pay board.
h. Stall space shall be allocated 60% Active Duty Military (24 stalls) and 40% "All Other"
(16 stalls). "All other" is defined as Retired Military, Reserve, DOD and MCCS
employees.
1. Active duty members of the QRC may be board 1 horse per Military ID cardholder in their immediate family. (Spouse and children age 10 and over). When an active duty member changes to another eligible status (i.e. retiree, DOD, EAS, etc.) then rule Section 4, BARN and PADDOCKS, Rule 1.h. (2) applies.
2. All other eligible members (Retired Military, DOD and MCCS employees, etc.) are limited to a maximum of 2 horses per family.
3. Instructors with a lesson program contract will be allocated stalls on a space available basis, not exceed 4 stalls
2. For each stall, a member will be allocated the use of one hay pallet and one locker and/or hay box if such is available.
3. Members must ensure their assigned stall, paddock, and related facilities are maintained in a
satisfactory state of repair. Repair requests will be submitted to the Club's Facilities/Maintenance Officer. Members are expected to perform routine cleaning of the stall areas, such as walls and ceiling. Their aisle is to be swept daily. Members must clean the stall fan at least once per month.
4. Member will keep paddock fences and gates repaired so that horses do not get loose and no safety hazards exist that would be injurious to either member or animal.
5. All stalls must have, at a minimum, a 3x5 card with the member's name, horse's name and emergency notification information (phone number for owner, vet, farrier) posted in a n obvious location on the stall (1 per horse). It is recommended that feeding and turnout information also be posted for reference in an emergency.
6. There will be no modification of stall or paddocks without Board approval.
7. There must be a minimum of five feet of clear aisle space in the barn between stalls and
equipment on opposite sides of the aisle.
Section 5, EQUIPMENT
1. Upon arrival to the Club, new members will provide the following minimum equipment: halter, lead rope, water bucket(s), manure fork or shovel and feed tub(s).
2. The telephone located in the office is for official Club business and for assistance such as ambulance, vet, parents, transportation, etc. Member and their family and guests will limit their use of the telephone to essential calls only.
3. Members will park their cars in the front of Bldg. 1792 except when loading or unloading supplies, equipment, feed, etc. Horse trailers must be parked in the designated area(s) and out of the way of vehicle or horse pathways.
4. Members will not take materials or items of any type from unoccupied stalls or from another
member's area without that member's permission.

5. Speed limit for vehicles within the stable area is 5 mph.
6. Tools such as rakes, shovels, etc., must not be stored in stalls or paddock areas, nor left in said areas when not being used.
7. No halogen lights may be used inside any buildings except on a temporary, emergency basis.
8. No extension cords may be used inside any building except on a short-term, temporary basis. Fans and heated water buckets may not be connected to an extension cord, per Base Safety/Fire Marshall regulations.
9. It is recommended that all equipment be labeled with indelible marker.
10. Members will ensure that lights (barn, arenas, house trailers) are turned off for the night, chains at barn doorways are up, and house trailers and barn vehicles are locked. This is the responsibility of the last member to use the facilities at night. If you are not positive another member will be using the facility that night, be sure all the above equipment is secured and lights are off.
11. All tools and equipment borrowed from the Club must be returned the same day to their proper storage place and in the same condition (or better) as when they were borrowed.

Section 6, HEALTH and SANITATION
1. Members are responsible for the care and feeding of their own horse(s).
2. All feed and supplements stored outside the barn, except hay, must be secured in a container designed to deny access by any animals. Feed and hay within the barn must be kept in a way to deny access by any loose horses, and feed must be in an airtight container. If hay or feed is left in a stall, and the stall is unoccupied or unsupervised, the stall door must be closed.
3. Immediately after a farrier visit, the area used for trimming/shoeing must be thoroughly swept and all trash placed in the dumpster.
4. Stalls, water buckets and paddocks must be cleaned every day per Base Regulation NAVMED P-5010-2.
5. Members must clean up after themselves: hay mess, horse mess, wash rack drain, feed spills, wheelbarrows, etc. Hoses will be coiled neatly in their proper area or on their rack if one exists.
6. If a member uses the barn's emergency kit, the items used must be replaced within three days.
7. Visiting horses must have a negative Coggins and the handler must present proof of Club membership or must pay a facilities usage fee.
8. Members must comply with all Club requirements regarding Coggins tests, vaccinations, and dewormings.
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
